CASPER CANNON SHOOT

June 12, 13& 14th, 2009
DIRECTIONS TO THE RANGE
From Interstate 25, take exit 186 (North Beverly Street and Bryan Stock Trail). Go North on Bryan Stock Trail and cross the North Platte River at 0.5 mile. Proceed another 0.4 mile up the hill and turn right (East) onto Metro Road. Sign at this corner says “Stuckenhoff Shooters Complex”. Go past the dog pound, fire fighters training facility, and the city dump and thru the gate of the shooting range (at 0.9 mile on Metro Road). Proceed on (going North and turning west) to the Range Clubhouse (log building) another 0.4 mile. Going West around the clubhouse, veer left on an inconspicuous narrow road and look for the 150 foot tall radio tower to the West. Go another 0.3 mile and wind around the small-bore black powder range to arrive at the cannon range just below and East of the radio tower.
TENATIVE SCHEDULE

Friday June 12th, 2009
 Grounds will be open for early arrivers to set up camp. Primitive camping is available at the range and non-potable water is available at the clubhouse, about ½ mile away. We will try to burn a fire barrier if the weather permits. The fire department may issue a permit to burn the grasses in a perimeter surrounding the firing line, but must be completed before 10:00 AM before the winds pick up. Your help will be greatly appreciated.

Saturday June 13, 2009
7:30 to 9:00 AM Set up cannons and register gun crews. Practice targets will be set out from 100 to 800    *****

                             yards. Gun crews will go through safety checks and dry run . 

9:00 to 9:30 AM Orientation and safety meeting. All range personnel and crewmembers must attend.

9:30to12:00 Noon  FIRST SESSION. Smooth bores begin practice at 100 yards and then shoot 3 shots for score.
                              Rifles begin practice at 400 yards and then shoot 3 shots for score. Mortars have no practice and 

                               begin at the 425 yard ten pins (10 each 55 gallon drums filled with water). A direct mortar hit 

                              on the money target (ten pins or outhouse) will win the pot.  Range will be open   

                              with only short closures for checking targets. No lead scavenging during this time. Only range
                              personnel and gun crews allowed down range. 

12:00 to 1:00 PM Range closed for lunch. A concessionaire will be available serving food and drinks.         *****

                              Targets may be checked and mortar rounds retrieved. No lead scavenging.

Qualifying means shooting the 3 shot competition within the 4 foot 

                             circle in the center of the target. Mortars will shoot at the mortar target (ten pins).

Please allow the scorers to score 

                            the targets before you look at the target. Do not remove any targets until scorers are

                            finished. Retrieve mortar rounds.

5:00 to 5:30 PM Range open for practice. Target crews are needed                                                               ******

5:30 to 7:00 PM. A bring your own meat barbecue for range personnel and gun crews.

Qualified rifled cannons will fire at assigned 800 yard target and

                             smooth bores will fire at silhouettes Mortars will shoot at the mortar target.

3:00 PM              Completion of competition. Upon completion, the targets will be scored.

                            Do not go down range in case there has to be a shoot-off to break a tie.

4:00 PM              Range closed. After completion of the competition, there will be an awards ceremony

                            and picture session. Have a safe trip home.

We will try to have a fire break down range. Keep wadding in your gun to a minimum, if 

necessary at all. If a fire should occur down range while your gun is loaded, ground your muzzle so

the fire can be extinguished promptly and crews do not have to work in front of loaded guns.

Absolutely do not go down range to fight the fire until the range is closed

The pressure in the vent is the same as that pushing the projectile down the tube. Keep out of the line

of the vent when pricking the charge and igniting the fuse. Read the safety rules for the shooting of blackpowder cannons and abide by them. Think and act safely. Any accident could put an end to our fun. Keep the 50-foot safety zone clear of unnecessary equipment such as chairs, tables, umbrellas, awnings, tents, flags, vehicles and spotting scopes. It makes it much easier for the range officer, scorers, spotters and spectators if this area is kept clear. Do your observing from the 50-foot barrier. Keep your powder magazine at the 25-foot line. Hearing protection is mandatory. This is the world’s loudest sport.

Target maintenance on the range takes a lot of time every year and if we can keep the upright poles from being hit the 

job is greatly reduced. The qualifying rule will keep the poles at the longer ranges from being hit so many times and 

save the effort to replace them every year.
